Translation: ‘Shallow ford across the red stream’ (Gaelic), referring to the nearby Mulben Burn

Slogan: “Exceptionally smooth, a taste which is unique.”

Region (District): Speyside (Central)

Neighbors: Strathisla, Strathmill, Glentauchers & Glen Keith

Established: 1972 (Operational in 1974) - Status: Active/Producing

Founder: DV Group (Justerini & Brooks and W.A. Gilbey) to produce J&B and blends.

Distinction: In 1986, Auchroisk was marketed as “The Singleton”, a 10-year-old single malt for the Asian markets.
Location: Located on the banks of the River Spey near the village of Mulben.

House Style: Its heavy character is produced by rapid mashing, quick fermentation and, in the wash stills, a rapid
boiling regime which almost cooks the solids and allows controlled carryover of some solids. This almost singled
character (shared with Blair Athol) is most obvious at new make but recedes with maturation, being replaced by a
balanced honeyed cereal sweetness.

Water Source: Dorie’s Well (process) & Mulben Burn (cooling). Dorie’s Well water noted for quality and clarity.
Gristmill: 1 Biihler Miag Malt Mill

Barley: Optic, Oxbridge and Forensic malt - Malt Spec (Phenols): 0-ppm (Unpeated)

Mashing Equipment: 1 s/s semi-Lauter tun @ 51,000L of wort; (11.2-ton)

Washbacks: 8 s/s washbacks @ 36,000L capacity - Yeast: Pressed distillers yeast

Fermentation: 53-hours used for nutty-and-spicy style new make. 75-80 hours for green-and-grassy.

8 Pot Stills: 4 Wash @ 23,940L (charged @ 13,500L); 4 Spirit @ 16,760L (charged @ 9,000L); tall and high-necked.
Casks: Mainly Sherry (refill); some Bourbon (refill)

Vatting: The distillery is used as a hub for vatting Auchroisk with the highland whiskies (i.e., the ‘malt part’) used
in J&B then shipped off to a centralized facility (Blackgrange, Alloa or Cluny, Fife) for marrying and bottling.
Bottling: The malt part is tankered-off to Diageo’s Blending Centre near Glasgow where they meet up with the
Lowland, Islay, Campbeltown and grain whiskies of different ages that comprise the final blend of over 40
whiskies. The vatted whisky is then re-racked into casks for a period of marrying before going on to be bottled.
Few blends are ‘double-married’ in that manner due to the extra labor costs and opportunity time expense.

Tours & Visitor Center: No, it’s situated in an industrial complex and, therefore, is not open to the public.

0Bs: None currently; In 2000, Singleton of Auchroisk was discontinued and Auchroisk 10-Year-Old Flora & Fauna
was launched in 2001. The 10-yr Flora & Fauna is released periodically with droughts in between such releases.
Blending Role: 10% Single Malt, 90% Blends - Blend Partners: J&B (90%) and some Johnnie Walker (10%).

Notations: (1) Auchroisk Distillery is situated in a ‘striking hilltop location visible from Rothes’; (2) 8 ‘high-necked’
pot stills which produces a light, elegant spirit. The ‘nearly horizontal’ Lyne arms at the top of the stills where the
vapors are funneled is a detail that probably gives a final tweak to the particularity of Auchroisk’s whisky; (3)
Home of J&B Rare Blended Scotch.

Established: 1879

Founder: Founded by James Stuart (a corn factor and proprietor of the Mills of Rothes) who was
the tenant of the Macallan distillery. As a result of Stuart’s construction financing problems, it was
decided to split up the partnership with Stuart taking over The Macallan and Wm Grant & Co. (aka
Highland Distilleries Co. Ltd.), consisting of Stuart’s former partners: William Grant (a banker/not
the famous distiller) and Robert Dick (an agent of Caledonian Bank) and John Cruikshank (a
solicitor) who finished the build-out of Glenrothes and became its owner/operator.

Date of First Distillation: The first spirit flowed from the stills on December 28, 1879, the day of
“the Tay Bridge disaster” when the original Tay Rail Bridge over the Firth of Forth collapsed while a
train was passing over it, killing all 75 aboard. It was caused by an error in calculating wind loading
and the subsequent torquing of the bridge structure beyond its design limits.

Status: Active/Producing

Location: Located beside Rothes Burn in the whisky region of Speyside and Rothes district.

House Style: Sweet, and often a complex experience with spice, fruit and perfume.

Location: Glenallachie is located in a part of Speyside that's especially rich in distilleries: Banffshire. It’s just
south of Aberlour distillery and at the foot of Ben Rinnes.

House Style: Delicate apéritif but complex; a subtle and floral example of a Speysider. Many industry folks
believe that GlenAllachie is highly underrated and deserves increased SM allocation.

Water Source: Process: Smae Spring which is fed by 2 burns (Blackstank Burn and Hensheads Burn) far up
on the northeast face of Ben Rinnes and prior to both flowing into the Burn of Aberlour. Cooling: A
collection reservoir beside the distillery. Its warm waste water is ‘'membrane bioreactor' treated, cooled in a
man-made retention pond and subsequently safely released into the Lour Burn.

Barley: Various; mainly Propino, Optic, Oxbridge and Concerto.

Malt Spec (Phenols): 0-ppm (Unpeated)

Gristmill: 1 Porteus Malt Mill (4-roller)

Mashing Equipment: 1 s/s semi-Lauter tun (9.4-ton)

Translation: 'The middle farm' - Slogan: Unknown

Region (District): Speyside (Livet)

Neighbors: Tormore, Cragganmore, Glenlivet, Tomintoul

Established: 1824. Balmenach was in the first wave of distilleries to register after The Malt Act of 1823 (aka The Licensing Act)
which made legal distilling economically viable.

Founder: James McGregor who was also the operator of Balminoch Distillery.

Status: Active/Producing

Location: Situated a mile inland from the village of Cromdale, Balmenach is nestled at the bottom of the Haughs of Cromdale in
the Spey Valley, along the A95, the main route into Speyside from the middle of Scotland, just beyond Grantown-on-Spey. The
railway was important to the distillery and featured its longest private siding. It was in these hills on the last day of April 1690
that an army of Jacobite soldiers were ambushed by dragoon guards. As the Jacobite forces were ambushed during their sleep
“many were slain and the remaining fled nearly naked; this defeat effectively ended the Jacobite (House of Stuart) uprising in the
highlands.”

House Style: Balmenach is one of Speyside’s most traditional distilleries and makes what could be classed as an ‘old-style’
whisky which is often sherried, with a spicy, honey character. All of it single malt output is matured on site.

Water Source: Cromdale Burn from the Hills of Cromdale (process); Aultchuirn Burn (cooling).

Barley: Mainly Concerto, Concerto/Chronicle blend

Malt Spec (Phenols): 0-ppm (unpeated)

Gristmill: 1 Porteus Mill (4-roller)

Mashtun: 1 stainless steel semi-Lauter mashtun (with copper dome) @ 8.0-ton; 7 hour mashing cycle.

& Flora collection. Under the new ownership, the Balmenach 25-yr for the Queen's Golden Jubilee (2002 release) has been the
only official bottling.

Blending Role: 0% Single Malt, 100% Blends (70%: In-house; 30% to other external blenders)

Blend Partner: InverHouse blends (Crabbie's, Hankey Bannister and MacArthur's), Peter Dawson & Johnnie Walker.
Parent-Owned Distilleries (5): Balblair, Balmenach, Knockdhu, Pulteney & Speyburn.

Parent-Owned Blends: Blairmhor BM, Catto's, Hankey Bannister, InverHouse Green Plaid & MacArthur's.

Former Names: “Balminoch Distillery”, “Cromdale Distillery” and “Balmenach-Glenlivet”.

Notations: (1) Balmenach has also produced gin since 2009. Balmenach is home to 'Caorunn Gin' which is handcrafted in small
batches and infused with six traditional and five Celtic botanicals (‘Caorunn' is Gaelic for Rowan Berry which is the key botanical in
the mix). (2) Mothballed from 1993 to 1998. (3) Balmenach is Inver House Distillers’ second largest distillery. (4) The
fermentation is long, the stills relatively small and run quickly, and the vapor runs into worm tubs, rather than shell and tube
condensers. The new distillate travels slowly through 85-metres of copper tube coils in large tubs of cold water (“worm tubs”)
before it is transferred to the spirit vat. This helps to produce a slow-maturing new make character which is rich and meaty, ideal
for adding weight and grunt to blends and a good match for ex-Sherry casks. A small percentage of spirit is used for on-site filling
of casks to then be matured in oak casks for many years until the spirit is deemed at its best for bottling.

It is important to note that its 1997 purchase transaction (23-years ago) with Diageo did not include any of Balmenach’s existing
whisky inventories. As a result, only young Balmenach fillings are currently available. Further exasperating its short supply is that
its make — whose style is unusual these days — is highly-prized as fillings for blends, both by InverHouse and others. That said,
Inver House currently has no plans to release this highly distinctive whisky as a single malt. (5) In the past, Balmenach was a
contributor to Johnnie Walker blends. (6) In 2014, £1 million was spent to renovate Balmenach Distillery. (7) When it is finally
released as an official bottling, InverHouse executives will wonder at its strong acceptance by consumers... it is excellent whisky!!!

A man driven by the Victorian work ethic and nicknamed Restless Peter by his staff, he was
continually planning new ventures, including Malt Mill distillery (1908-1960) built next to Lagavulin.
